Dynasty and Canada’s Cindy Ishoy were 2nd at the 1988 World Cup and members of the Bronze Medal
Team at the Seoul Olympics. Darling’s sire, Duft I, was the stand-out descendant of Duellant

Performance Record: Tiamo Trocadero was an international Grand Prix dressage competitor for over 10 years. With per-
formances earning over 70% at top CDI s such as Aachen, Hickstead, Arnheim, and Munich, Tiamo Trocadero consistently
demonstrated his international quality. His success with Great Britain’s Emile Faurie led to his being chosen as the Alternate
for the British Dressage Team at the 2000 Sydney Olympics. This generous stallion was then purchased by his amateur
owner, Karin Offield. Together they garnered five USDF All-Breeds awards at Prix St. Georges and Intermediare | and won
two Regional Championships before successfully moving up to Grand Prix competitions, including CDI’s.
